Consideration of restrictions on hygienists/therapists

The GDC has produced a discussion paper on whether it would be appropriate to re-open discussions on the subject of direct access for either all DCPs or only hygienists and therapists for the provision of hygiene treatment. In other words, to consider whether the restriction placed on patients to be seen be a dentist prior to receiving treatment from a hygienist and/or therapist is still appropriate.

The paper details the results of the Scope of Practice consultation and summarises concerns expressed by the Office of Fair Trading and by patients. It identifies two potential areas for debate and discusses the implications of removing the restriction. The paper concludes with two recommendations for action.
